Home
to more than 200,000
crosses, this is a place that
will surely blow your mind.
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There's a reason why the town's name is derived from
the Lithuanian word for salt (druska). The town is
teeming with natural mineral water springs. Dive into
this salty experience and refresh your body and mind
with a truly magical SPA experience!

Are you a history buff? Right next to Druskininkai, you'l
find Grotas Park - an open-air gallery where
Soviet-era sculptures from different Lithuania cities
ended up. And if you want to taste what people ate
some 40 years ago, treat yourself to a meal at the
exceptional Soviet-era café!

If it's peace and silence that you're looking for, you'll find
it here. Right next to the Hih, of Crosses, there’s a small
chapel that was built for the visit of John Paul Il and, b
it, a Franciscan monastery that's open for pllgnms You“
not need words here, cncrtha‘r peace you were in search
of - you've found it.

Every year, on the last Sunday of July, during the
traditional Indulgence Festival of the Hill, pilgrims carry
the cross from the Siauliai Cathedral to the Hill of
Crosses. They pray for absolution from sin, creating a
spiritual atmosphere that's hard to put into words!

If you're tough enough to face what some might call a
creepy night among the crosses, sunrise will reward you
with a truly mystical experience. Watch as the dawn
brings the light to this sacred and special place and feel
the true spirit of Lithuania.
